Communication has become a key 

factor in building bridges between citizens and the EU through 

informing and engaging European citizens and fostering a 

sense of belonging. The topic of this special issue highlights 

the importance of communication between citizens and EU 

institutions for the legitimacy of an EU of 27 member states and 

the future of Europe.

This hugely imaginative step put the journal at the front of the 

curve on the study of the then nascent developments in European 

integration.  JCMS and Wiley-Blackwell have now made available 

a digital archive of published material from the journal’s back 

catalogue. The archive provides EU scholars with a unique oppor-

tunity to re-visit and re-assess key readings from the EU studies 

canon from the very early beginnings to the present day.

JCMS has always been at the forefront of empirical and theoreti-

cal debates with seminal articles on topics such as liberal intergov-

ernmentalism (Moravcsik in Volume 31.4), European constitution-

alism (Weiler in Volume 35.1), multi-level governance (Marks et al 

in Volume 34.3), the EU party system (Hix in Volume 33.4), Euro-

peanization (Ladrech in Volume 32.1), and even Euroscepticism 

(Franklin et al in Volume 32.4). Along with more recent debates 

on, for instance, the EU’s democratic deficit (Follesdal and Hix in 

Volume 44.3), the JCMS digital archive is an essential resource for 

research and teaching on the European Union.
